2009 has not been a good start for us in Fiji  because of excessive rain and flash floods worst ever experienced by the current generation. The worst affected areas Ba and Nadi towns and their suburbs and settlements. Nadi SKM College and Nadi Sangam Primary School were the two of our schools badly affected and estimates of damages to these schools are to the tune of $125,000 ($50,000 for the College and $70,000 for the Primary school). The Sangam HQ has an estimated damage of $30,000 while the Siva Subramanyiam Temple damages are estimated at $15,000. 
Settlements around these two towns  and of  Western and Northern Divisions have been under water causing serious damages . While Infrastructure damages are limited to the Nadi District, some of  our members around the Western and Northern Division have gone through a lot of difficulties and  serious losses.
Keeping this in mind and realising that sangamFiji’s core business is Education and Community service the following  activities under Phase 1 are planned and to be implemented immediately.

Phase 1 

i. Care for Children ---Education  assistance 
Planned  and arrangements made for implementation 

a.
sangamFiji   through sangamFiji  Foundation… Operation Charity program will distribute stationary  inclusive of exercise books, pencils, ball pens and rulers to affected children in all our schools.  2000 packs are being prepared for the primary schools while 1000 packs for our secondary schools. The estimated cost of this activity is $11,000.

once the school opens an assessment will be done of the other needs of students and we will act accordingly. The activities associated with this are cooked food supply and bus fare assistance to the needy students.

ii. Caring for the Community

Planned and to be implemented on needs basis.
sangamFiji   through   sangamFiji  Foundation… Operation Charity program  will prepare and feed the needy people with lunch at the Sri Subramaniyam Swami temple in Nadi for five days.   This activity may continue for more days depending on the need.


c. Networking for relief distribution  management.

TISI Sangam  has actively involved itself with Fiji Girmit Council to be responsible for receiving and distributing relief supplies to all needy citizens of our country. At its emergency meeting held on Saturday 17th January at Waterfront a Relief Management Committee was appointed and  our Secretary General Mr Damend Gounder was appointed to its chair. Thanks to our National President Mr D S Naidu for his initiative and foresight. This committee will be responsible for distribution of all donations received from overseas and locally  to the needy citizens.
